• Funded projects are those proposed to deliver public benefits as quickly as possible. 

• Public benefit is determined based on two metrics Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) and 
Vehicle Trips (VT)

reduction programs (e.g., incentives, 
transit passes, and expansion of 
growth efficiency centers).

• Programs that encourage a mode shift 
to high-efficiency modes (e.g., transit, 
walking, and biking).

• Outreach to employers to increase the 
use of teleworking.

• First- and last-mile connections 
programs (e.g., public transit rideshare 
expansion).

• Additional transit, rideshare 
service, or programs that mitigate 
the impact of construction projects 
or major events (e.g., community 
festivals, major sporting events).

• Licensing technology or software 
for the coordination of various trip 
reduction options to mitigate 
congestion (e.g., route optimization, 
managing commutes).
